The library provides a wide variety of services by providing books,
videos, audio cassettes, CD’s, magazines, newspapers, and DVD’s that
can be checked out. The facility also provides a reference service,
genealogy room, meeting rooms, and audio visual equipment. The
public has access to computers, including wireless internet access.
Other services include a fax service, lamination, color and black and
white copies, tax forms, interlibrary loans, reciprocal borrowing, and
access to the physically handicapped and library services for the visu-
ally impaired.
